
Set a goal

• Find out what each partner wants / expects

from the tandem

• Explain how you learn best and what doesn‘t

work with you

• Choose a specific focus for each meeting

• Monitor your goals regularly

Fair is fair 

• Even with different goals, both partners

should profit

• If meetings last longer than an hour, switch

languages halfway through

• If meetings last less than an hour, do not 

switch languages

• Use the other language at the next meeting

The one speaking their native language:

• Accepts your partner‘s wishes

• Is open-minded

• Listens and supports

• Tries to understand 

• Helps with problems with expressions

• Is an expert user of their native language but is

not a teacher who can explain the grammar

perfectly

The one speaking a foreign language: 

• Decides what will be done

• Comes well- prepared

• Is active

• Tries to make themselves understood

• Signals when help is needed

• Wishes to improve and progress

Time 

• At the beginning meet only up to twice a week

• Set up fixed meeting times

• Establish how long your tandem meetings will 

last

Place 

• At the beginning have meetings in quiet, 

neutral places

• After a while you can switch to a more

personal atmosphere, for example, meet at 

someone´s home
